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1. Local Control - With so many decisions from the legislature impacting local boards, NASB is interested in
your view of local control. Regarding education, what decisions do you feel are best made at the school board
level vs. the State level?

| believe the best decisions are made close to home. Local leaders are best equipped to
decide how to manage their needs and resources locally. The state should also be a
partner in the success of all students but not micromanage each district.

2. School Funding - Every year the legislature makes decisions about the way schools are funded, making
predictability of funding a challenge. What changes and/or adjustments, if any, do you think the Legislature
should address?

| think school funding needs to be done in a way that creates predictability therefore
helping with stability in the budget process but should also allow for some flexibility for
unknown expenditures. School districts shouldn’t have to worry every year about what
the legislature may change.

3. Role of Education in the State - What role do you think PK-12 Education plays in the future success of the
State and your community?

In district 15 Fremont Public
School is opening a new career and technical education center which | believe will
encourage a future in the trades which is greatly needed.
